> All clothing and footwear should be clearly labelled with your child's name. ‘

» P.E. kits should be brought to school on a Monday and left in school until Friday, when
they should be taken home to be washed.

Homework
Children will be set homework online on Spelling Shed to support learning of weekly spelling
lists and will also be provided with comprehension, punctuation and grammar and maths
homework.

Readin
We encourage reading at home with your child and the expectation in Year 5 and Year
6 is that children will read for 15-20 minutes every weekday. Book Club books will be provided
and weekly reading will be set to expose the children to a wide and varied reading dieft.
